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Ali pri oblikovanju urbane politike in urejanja prostora 
dovolj razmišljamo o tem, kako naša mesta in kraje 
uporabljajo različne skupine ljudi in kako različne 
osebne okoliščine in ozadja vplivajo na potrebe ljudi 
in rabo prostora?

Slovenija se v primerjavi z drugimi evropskimi državami po 
mnogih kriterijih umešča med uspešnejše pri izenačevanju 
pravic žensk in moških. Ženske so enakovredno zastopane 
na trgu dela in razkorak med plačami je med manjšimi v 
Evropski uniji. Ženske so uspešnejše kot moški na področju 
izobraževanja in v večjem deležu zaključijo visokošolsko 
izobraževanje.

V zadnjih letih se v okviru Evropske unije vedno več 
govori tudi o enakosti spolov v kontekstu urbanega in 
prostorskega razvoja. Na tem področju pa smo morda tudi 
v Sloveniji še nekoliko šibkejši. Tako politična zastopanost 
žensk na lokalnem nivoju zaostaja za državnim nivojem, 
kjer je po zadnjih volitvah je v državnem zboru 40 
odstotkov žensk, v EU parlamentu pa se razmerje spolov 
vse bolj izenačuje. Zaostaja pa tudi načrtno sledenje in 
zadovoljevanje potreb žensk in drugih specifičnih skupin 
prebivalcev v urejanju prostora.  

Ali se zavedamo pomena enakosti spolov v kontekstu 
urbanega in prostorskega razvoja?

Čeprav so mesta načeloma prostori za vse, pa raziskave 
kažejo, da v praksi urejanja prostora potrebe žensk in 
moških še zdaleč niso obravnavane enakovredno.  Javne 
površine, promet in prometna infrastruktura, urbana 
oprema in tudi stavbe so običajno prvenstveno načrtovani 
za navidezno nevtralne, brezspolne uporabnike, v praksi pa 
odražajo predvsem potrebe zdravih odraslih moških. 

When designing urban policies and spatial plans, 
do we truly consider how different groups of 
people experience and use our cities — and how 
their backgrounds and circumstances shape those 
experiences?

Compared to other European countries, Slovenia ranks 
among the more successful nations in terms of gender 
equality. Women are equally represented in the labour 
market, and the gender pay gap is among the smallest in the 
European Union. Women also outperform men in education, 
with a higher share completing higher education.

In recent years, gender equality has increasingly become a 
topic of discussion within the European Union, particularly 
in the context of urban and spatial development. In this 
area, however, Slovenia may still be somewhat behind. 
Women’s political representation at the local level lags 
behind the national one — where, after the last elections, 
40% of members of the National Assembly are women, and 
the gender balance in the European Parliament continues 
to improve. There is also a lack of systematic attention to, 
and fulfilment of, the specific needs of women and other 
population groups in spatial planning.

Are we aware of the importance of gender equality in 
the context of urban and spatial development?

Although cities are, in principle, meant to serve everyone, 
research shows that in practice, spatial planning does 
not treat the needs of women and men equally. Public 
spaces, transport and infrastructure, urban equipment, and 
even buildings are often designed for seemingly neutral, 
genderless users — but in practice, they mostly reflect the 
needs of healthy adult men.



Konferenca Ženske in javni prostor: Mesta po meri vseh bo 
predstavila, kako lahko z bolj ozaveščenim, informiranim in 
vključujočim načrtovanjem ustvarjamo bolj pravične javne 
prostore, ki ženskam in drugim specifičnim skupinam, kot so 
družine z majhnimi otroki, otroci in starejši, zagotavljajo več 
varnosti, udobja, uporabne vrednosti in občutka pripadnosti. 
Razpravljali bomo o tem, kakšno načrtovanje in upravljanje 
javnega prostora prispeva k enakosti spolov in izenačevanju 
uporabne vrednosti prostora in stavb za vse ne glede na 
spol, starost, fizične sposobnosti in druge osebne življenjske 
okoliščine.

S predstavitvijo primerov iz evropskih mest in razpravo o 
domači praksi bomo spoznavali, kako se urejanje prostora 
mest spremeni, ko v središče zanimanja postavimo žensko 
izkušnjo in kot pomembne uporabnice javnega prostora, 
stavb in prometa vidimo deklice, mlajše in starejše ženske, 
matere, babice, delavke, prostovoljke, peške in kolesarke. 
Konferenca bo namenjena ozaveščanju o pomenu 
družbene enakosti, predstavitvi dobrih praks ter razpravi 
o prostorskih in sistemskih rešitvah, ki izboljšujejo varnost, 
mobilnost in vsakdanje življenje žensk v mestu. Obenem 
bo priložnost za povezovanje in izmenjave izkušenj med 
predstavniki lokalnih skupnosti, državnih institucij ter 
strokovnjakinj in strokovnjakov s področja prostorskega 
načrtovanja, urbanih politik in sociologije spolov.

The conference Women and Public Space: Cities for 
Everyone will highlight how more conscious, informed, 
and inclusive planning can create fairer public spaces that 
provide women and other specific groups — such as families 
with young children, children, and older people — with 
greater safety, comfort, usability, and a sense of belonging. 
We will discuss what kinds of planning and management of 
public space contribute to gender equality and ensure equal 
usability of spaces and buildings for all, regardless of gender, 
age, physical ability, or other personal circumstances.

Through presentations of examples from European 
cities and discussions of local practices, we will explore 
how urban planning changes when we place women’s 
experiences at the centre — recognising girls, younger and 
older women, mothers, grandmothers, workers, volunteers, 
pedestrians, and cyclists as key users of public spaces, 
buildings, and transport systems. The conference aims to 
raise awareness about the importance of social equality, 
showcase good practices, and encourage discussion about 
spatial and systemic solutions that improve the safety, 
mobility, and everyday lives of women in cities. It will also 
serve as an opportunity for networking and exchange of 
experiences among representatives of local communities, 
state institutions, and experts in spatial planning, urban 
policy, and gender studies.
